Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the American with Disabilities Act (ADA) prohibits discrimination against
students and staff members with disabilities.

Included in the regulations is the requirement that students with disabilities be provided a free, appropriate public education.
These regulations encompass identification, evaluation, the provision of appropriate services, and procedural safeguards.

Parents are entitled to have the opportunity to review relevant educational records under the Family Education Rights and
Privacy Act (FERPA).

The following is a description of the rights granted by federal law to students with disabilities. The intent of the law is to inform
parents of decisions and the right to disagree with these decisions.

Parent/students have the right to:

1. Take partin, and receive benefits from public education programs without discrimination because of his/her
handicapping condition;

2. Receive notice of the rights under federal law;

3. Receive notice regarding student identification, evaluation, or placement of the student;

4. Receive a free, appropriate public education. This includes the right to be educated with non-disabled students to the
maximum extent appropriate. It also included the right to have the school district make reasonable accommodations
to allow your child an equal opportunity to participate in school and school-related activities;

5. Receive an education with facilities and services comparable to those provided non-disabled students;

6. Receive special education and related services if he/she is found to be eligible under the Individuals with Disabilities
Act or Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act;

7. Have evaluation, educational and placement decisions made based upon a variety of information sources, and by
persons who know the student, the evaluation data, and placement options;

8. Have transportation provided to and from a program not operated by the district if the district places the student in the

program;
9. Have an equal opportunity to participate in nonacademic and extracurricular activities offered by the district;
10. Examine all relevant records relating to decisions regardi

program and placement;

11. Obtain copies of educational records at a reasonable cost unless the fee would effectively deny the access to the
records;

12. Receive a response from the school district to reasonable requests for explanations and interpretations of the
studentdéds records;

13. Request amendment of the st uaeBreasénableealisetodelievethantheyaree cor ds i f
inaccurate, misleading or otherwise in violation of the privacy rights of the student. If the school district refused this
request for amendment, the parent will be notified within a reasonable time, and advised of the right to a hearing;

14. Request mediation or an i mpartial due process hearing rela
identification, evaluation, educational program or placement. The parents and student may take part in the hearing
and have attorney representation. Hearing or mediation requests must be made to the school 504 Compliance
Monitor;

15. Ask for payment of reasonable attorney fees if the claim is successful;

16. File a local grievance.

Whenever a student has attained eighteen years of age, or is attending an institution of postsecondary
education, the permission or consent required of parents and the rights accorded to the parents of the student

shall thereafter only be required of and accorded to the student.

Child Find is a component of Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) that requires states to
identify, locate, and evaluate all children with disabilities, aged birth to 21, who are in need of early
intervention or special education services.

In cooperation with non-public school agencies, the Child Find program helps parents, grandparents,
teachers, and doctors identify children and young adults who may need developmental assistance.

The program focuses on detecting delays or disabilities of children and young adults from age 3 through
the semester in which they turn 21. They may be children who have difficulty walking, talking, hearing, or
learning. They may have traits or behaviors that appear different from other children of their same age.
They may experience discipline or relationship problems.

Screening clinics for children ages 3 to 5 or individual referrals help detect problems with speech and
language, hearing, motor, or pre-academic skills. The screening and testing are conducted by educational
child specialists and are offered free of charge. Both services are available to public and non-public
school children.

In many cases, children may have no disabilities or delays, but are simply progressing at their own rate.
In other instances, however, delays or disabilities may be detected.

If children with mild delays or disabilities are not eligible for intervention services, the school may be able
to suggest ways that parents can help their children at home.

If the testing determines that a child is eligible for special education or related services, the public schools
will work with the child's parents to design a program specific to their child's needs. The classroom
teacher and appropriate staff will be involved, as well.

In any instance, early intervention can be effective in preventing or treating learning disabilities, if they are
identified before the child is 4 years of age. If you think a child may benefit from special education or
related services, contact the Support Services Department at 208-939-5400 to discuss intervention or
screening opportunities.

Consistent with Federal and State regulations, Rolling Hills Public Charter School engages in ongoing

AChild Findd services to |l ocat e, i dee mediding withinita nd eval uat e
jurisdiction, ages 3 through 21. Rolling Hills Public Charter School, in conjunction with the Idaho State

Charter Commission, has the responsibility to provide appropriate services to students who qualify.

Among the services which are available to the students include but are not limited to: resource room

assistance, speech/language therapy, vision and hearing screening, developmental preschool program,

and any other related services available to students in the public school.

Child Find activities are conducted (1) to create public awareness of special education programs, (2) to
advise public of the rights of students, and (3) to alert the community residents of the need for identifying
and serving children with disabilities from the age of 3 through the semester in which they turn 21. These
children may have difficulty walking, talking, hearing, or learning, or may display behaviors that appear
different from other children their age.

1 Athletics/Extracurricular Activities: You can support our student athletes by helping with
training/coaching, transportation, and booster activities. You could also share your unigue talents by
volunteering to teach or assist with an afterschool program (coordinate with the Administrator).

1 Meetings: Parents must attend Volunteer Orientation and should attend Board meetings, PFA meetings,
and other school wide meetings as announced and held throughout the school year. Hours at meetings
attended count toward volunteer hours.

1 School Board Committees: Parents can significantly help the school by utilizing your time and expertise
to serve on one of the committees of the RHPCS school board (e.g. finance, marketing, branding,
recruitment)

1 Community Building: Parents can assist with school-wide events, parent education, etc.

Parent-Teacher Conferences

Parent-teacher conferences will be held at the end of the first and third quarters. Parents will be
notified of scheduled dates and times.

Standardized Tests

Standardized tests such as ISAT and IRI are given to all students as required by state policies.
The tests measure knowledge and skills accumulated by students in various subject areas.
Results are given to students, parents and teachers to review achievement levels and areas
needing improvement.

Appointments with Administrator and/or Teachers (K-8)

We welcome your questions and concerns so please feel free to call the office if you would like to make
an appointment to visit with our staff. The administration is committed to spending time with students
and teachers and will be in classrooms much of the time. The administrator and teachers will, in
general, operate on an appointment basis.

Attendance/Absence/Tardy Policy (K-8)

All children of compulsory attendance age (6-16) are required by law to attend school. All enrolled

K - 12 students are expected to be in school 100% of the time classes are in session, unless they
are participating in school related activities otherwise excused by School Board Policy or Idaho State
Law.
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Attendance/Absence/Tardy Policy (K-8) i continued

More importantly, students need to be in school to be successful. Attendance and punctuality are
important elements of the educational process for all students. Students with high absence rates and/or
who are frequently tardy miss critical class material and instruction time leading them to fall behind and
often perform at lower levels. Reliability and promptness are key factors in employability. Attendance
also plays a critical role in the level of our school funding. For these reasons, RHPCS holds students to a
high standard for attendance expectations.

The minimum standard for RHPCS student attendance is 96%.
This is a minimum.

Average daily attendance is determined on a weekly basis. It is critical to the financial viability of the

school that parents/guardians adhere to their commitment of at least 96% attendance.

Students who are not in attendance 96% of the time and whom are not on a 504 Accommodation Plan or
have an IEP that accommodates for attendance will be referred to the Board of Directors for discussion of
appropriate action that may include denying promotion to the next grade.

Additionally, it is the policy of Rolling Hills Public Charter School to administratively withdrawal
any student who accumulates 5 consecutive unexcused absences (see policy - Withdrawal Policy).

If a student accumulates excessive absences (15 absences in a semester), whether or not the
absences are excused or unexcused, the student may be dropped from school.

All absences, excused or unexcused, count toward the 96% attendance criteria,
with the following exceptions:

School approved absences that are not counted toward the 96% rule

1 (IA) In-school Absence includes absences that occur within the school day that pull a student from class to
another area within the school. Examples include extended visits to the office, or when a student is at a school
approved meeting.

(AA) Activity Absence is an absence for school sponsored programs in which classes will be missed.

(DR) Doctor Excused absence is an absence due to medical reasons that is confirmed with documentation by
professional personnel, i.e. doctors, dentists, etc..

(BR) Bereavement is an absence taken due to a death in the family.

(SC) School Excused absences include absences for extenuating circumstances approved by the
administration.

(CA) Court Appearance absences used for students having legal obligations.

Rolling Hills Public Charter School recognizes that attendance decisions ultimately rest with the parent or

guardian. Absences due to illness, accident, and death in the family are the only absences that

Rolling Hills Public Charter School will consider excused absences. In order for these absences to

be excused, oral or written communication from the st
received within 48 hours of the last day of the absence (please contact the school as promptly as

possible). All other absences will be considered unexcused unless there are extraordinary

circumstances. Court appearances, professional appointments or religious observances may be

considered extraordinary with administrative approval. Family trips or vacations are NOT considered

extraordinary.

If a student accumulates excessive absences (15 absences in a semester), whether or not the
absences are excused or unexcused, the student may be dropped from school.

Appeal Process

1 If a student disputes an absence-based decision, the student will be required to present
his/her academic goals and attendance commitment to a faculty committee selected by
the administrator. Following this process, the committee may recommend an amendment
to the disputed decision, including recommending the student for re-enrollment. The
student may be reenrolled if space allows. Otherwise, the student will be placed on the
waiting list for his/her grade level. The administrator and faculty committee will make
decisions in keeping with the overall intent of this policy. The appeal process will be first
to the school administrator and faculty committee and second to the board of trustees.

Make-up Homework

We are concerned about student safety and do not want children on the playground unsupervised.

Students are expected to enter and
exit buildings and school grounds by the established exit routes and not linger on the school grounds after
school is released. STUDENTS ARE TO BE PICKED UP WITHIN 15 MINUTES AFTER THE END OF
SCHOOL. STUDENTS ARE TO BE PICKED UP IMMEDIATELY AT THE SCHEDULED COMPLETION
OF AN AFTERSCHOOL SPORT OR ACTIVITY.

3. Any complaint relating to any employee or any student or group of students will only be addressed
by the Board of Directors in executive session. The Board reserves the right to utilize any
investigative tool or technique legally available to make factual findings relating to a complaint prior
to making any decisions.

Computer, Internet & Network Use Procedure

The Internet is a global network that will provide your child with access to a wide range of information
from across the world. Use of the Internet for educational projects will assist in preparing your child for
success in life and work in the 21st Century.

We are pleased to offer students of Rolling Hills Public Charter School (RHPCS) access to the computer

network for Internet access. To be allowed access to the RHPCS computer network, all students

under the age of 18 must obtain parental permission and must complete, sign and return the

Procedure document (a copy of this document can be found on page 36 of this handbook).

While it is our intent to make Internet access available to further educational goals and learning
objectives, students may find ways to access information that is objectionable. Our school will restrict
access to material that is inappropriate in the school environment and is working to install software that
filters or limits access to this type of information. The school believes that the benefits to students from
accessing the Internet and collaboration through the use of technology far exceed the disadvantages.

Ultimately, however, parents, and guardians of minors are responsible for setting and conveying the
standards that their children should follow when using media and information sources.

The following are not permitted:

Sending or displaying offensive messages or pictures

Using obscene language

Harassing, insulting or attacking others

Damaging computers, computer systems or computer networks
Violating U.S., state & local laws including all copyright laws
Using others' login IDs & passwords

Trespassing in others' folders, work or files

Intentionally wasting limited technology resources

Employing the network for commercial or political purposes

Violations of the policy may result in a loss of privileges as well as other disciplinary and/or legal
action.

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Dress Code (K-8) Uniform Standard:

Students should have a neat, clean, and well-groomed appearance.

Clothing should not be ripped, torn, shredded or have obvious holes.

Visible tattoos are not acceptable.

Unnatural hair coloring or excessive spiking (i.e. punk) is not acceptable.

Students will be allowed to wear a maximum of one pair of earrings. No other pierced jewelry is

allowed for boys or girls.

1 Clothing should be as well-fitted as reasonably possible (i.e. no skin tight, see-through or over
revealing tops or bottoms of any nature).

1 No hats, hoods, scarves or non-religious head coverings of any kind are to be worn while inside
the school buildings. However, hats, visors or other acceptable head coverings will be allowed
outside to protect from the cold and the sun.

1 Clothing or any item brought to school such as outer wear, backpacks, lunch boxes, notebooks,
jewelry and hair pieces may not have any insignias, patterns, graphics, writing or messages that
are obscene or relating to drugs, alcohol, tobacco, any illegal activity or any sexual innuendos.

with the permission of the school administrator and announced in advance.

Environmental Science Education

l. Environmental Science is integrated into the current science curriculum for K-5:

A. Understand the Importance of Natural Resources and the Need to Manage and Conserve
Them.

Il. Environmental Science is integrated into the current science curriculum for Grades 6-8 with
special considerations:

A. 6" Grade i McCall Outdoor Science School (MOSS) Program: At the 6" grade MOSS
workshop in McCall, Idaho, students learn about forest health, recycling, conserving energy
and food, etc. For an entire week, the students are immersed in environmental education
and practice environmentally friendly habits. Upon returning to school, the students continue
to refer back to this experience as is it applies to related school and home activities.

Environmental Literacy and Living Classroom Initiative (ELLCI)

1 Nestled at the base of the Boise Foothills and only blocks away from the Boise River, Rolling Hills
Public Charter School is a rising star in the Treasure Valley. Rolling Hills is a true community school,
sitting on land acquired from the Patten Dairy Farm. It has embraced its historical roots and the
culture of the surrounding area through an ambitious Environmental Literacy and Living Classroom
Initiative (ELLCI).

1 Focused on high academic achievement, Rolling Hills has employed the Harbor Method to deliver
Shurley English, Saxon math paired with Harbor concept boards, and a hands-on science program.
Roling Hill sé plan to pair its structured educational
based, approach to learning in its outdoor classroom is deliberate.

Extracurricular Participation

There are a variety of activities in which students can become involved. Among these are athletics,
student government, and service clubs.

Eligibility:

1 To be eligible to participate in games/matches/meets/activities, students participating in school
activities/athletics must:

1. Maintain passing grades in all classes.

2 Have no more than one 6DO6 in all cl asses.

A Grade checks will be requested weekly by the coaches/advisors. Grade checks
will begin within two weeks after the activity start date. Grades will only be
checked at the beginning of each week. The following guidelines will be followed
for each student that is involved in a school activity and has one failing grade or
two or more Db6s.

3. From the date of notification by the classroom teacher/athletic director, the student has
one week to raise their grades, or show significant improvement as determined by the
classroom teacher.

4. If the grade(s) in question is not raised or the student does not show significant
improvement after one week, the student will not be eligible to participate in the upcoming
weekds games/ matches/ meets/ acti vprdcticeasdd The st |
attend all contests/activities as a part of the team, but will not participate in the event.

5. If the grade(s) is not raised after two weeks the student will not be allowed to practice or

participate in any of the weekb6s activities.
6. If the grade(s) is not raised after the third week the student may be removed from the
team.

1 Students must be in attendance at school for the entire day in order to participate in
extracurricular activities after school or in the evening of that same day. Exceptions may include:
0 court appearance
0 bereavement
o0 medical/dental appointments
o family emergency.
0 Any exception will be determined by the Administration.
1 Any student receiving a behavioral DAR (Disciplinary Action Report) or suspension will incur
loss of eligibility for extra-curricular activities during the next five school days.

Fire Drills (K-8)

Fire drills will be held monthly. When the alarm sounds, students will go quickly and quietly outside the
building to designated areas. An announcement will be made when students are to return to class.

Food, Drink, Gum (K-8)

Food and drink are allowed only in the cafeteria unless approved by a teacher or administrator.
Gum is strictly prohibited.

Guidance and Counseling (K-8)

Rolling Hills Public Charter School does not have a counselor on staff. The office is always open to
students. If the Administrator is not available, a message can be left with the secretary.

Research shows that the most successful students, regardless of family income level or ethnic
background, are those who have regularly structured homework time. This parent-assisted practice
serves a dual purpose:

1. 't communicates to the chilifedThiscostdcttime deyelops mareittary i n t h
academic skills; it develops a sense of self-value, and builds memaories.
2. The discipline of nightly homework creates a habit that will benefit the student throughout life.

It is our intent to require reasonable and constructive assignments that will encouragethest udent 6 s
success in the classroom. It is important that our parents share our beliefs about homework and will

support us in this. We view parental support in the homework area as encouragement, setting a

homework time, and following through to ensure that the workisc o mp |l et ed. We dmsiodt expe
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re-teach the assignment to their child or check the homework for errors. Additionally, to do well in school
your child must be present, on time, healthy, rested, and attentive.

At the middle school level (6th-8th), homework expectations increase and the responsibility of completing
homework and applying skills and knowledge obtained in class to outside class work rests upon the
student. Students are expected to use their personal student agenda book to document homework
assignments and due dates. Parents can support their student by establishing a structured homework

ti me and checking t hei rassgnmend due dates Stiaents whb &ail tb acometef o r
homework, may miss lunch recess and/or specials classes (music, art, computer, Spanish, etc.) to
complete their work. This is a natural consequence and a method of holding students accountable, as
well as helping them be prepared for further classroom discussions. The result of students not completing
homework and being unprepared impacts the entire class causing a disruption to the instructional
effectiveness of the school. Therefore, those who habitually fail to complete homework may experience
additional consequences.

Make-up Homework

1 When a student has an excused absence, such as illness, they are given two (2) days for every
day absent to make up missing homework. In the upper grades, itisthest udent 6s respons
make sure they receive and complete all of the missing assignments.

Prohibited Behavior:

1. Physical abuse against a student, including but not limited to, hitting, pushing, tripping, kicking,
bl ocking, or restraining anotherds movement ; caus

2. Verbal abuse against a student, including, but not limited to, spreading harmful or inappropriate
rumors regarding another, drawing inappropriate pictures or writing inappropriate statements
regarding another, and intentionally excluding another from groups, or similar activities.
3. Bullying also includes any act of retaliation taken against:
a. Any person bringing a complaint of bullying
b. Any person assisting another person in bringing a complaint of bullying, or

Inappropriate behavior may result in removal from class, loss of recess privileges, after school detention,
in school suspension, suspension from school, referral to a support team, community service, or other
disciplinary action. Parents may be asked to spend time with their child at school and/or on an
Intervention Team. Severe misconduct may result in police intervention.

Consequences will correspond with the severity of the offense.

We believe that students should behave appropriately. We teach students how to act with respect and
responsibility in various settings including restrooms, hallways, cafeteria, playground, assemblies,
library, entering/exiting, before/after school, field trips, etc. In addition, each teacher has a discipline
plan for managing his/her classroom.

Disciplinary Procedures:

Level I: Teacher Level Management

Classroom management is the first phase of the behavior management process. Each teacher
has a classroom/recess/school management plan that includes expectations for student behavior
at school, consequences for inappropriate behavior, refocus procedures and provisions for
student conferencing and parent contact.

Level Il: Team Level Management (Parent, Student, Teacher)

Level Il management involves repeated disruptive behavior and the continued violation of
school/classroom rules. Such behavior disrupts the learning process and/or learning environment.
Interventions may include counseling referral, informal interventions, daily behavior contract, loss
of recess, after school detention, parent-student-teacher conference, or other interventions as
agreed on by parent and teacher. The parents will be notified by the teacher.
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Level lll: Administrative Level Management

Level Il is considered SEVERE BEHAVIOR. Severe behavior is any action that threatens the
safety or welfare of any person and/or significantly disrupts the learning process or environment.

Prohibited or Restricted Items

1 Cell phones, radios, headphones/earbuds, tape or CD players, iPod, mp3 players, trading cards,
cameras, or noise-making toys. Gambling devices: dice, playing cards, etc.

Drugs, alcoholic beverages, narcotics, cigarettes, cigarette lighters, matches, and look a-likes.
Explosive devices, firecrackers, fireballs, cherry bombs, etc.

Toys, specifically those which are realistic simulations of guns and knives.

Gang identification paraphernalia including but not limited to beepers, shirts, gloves, rags or
bandannas.

Laser pointers: Laser pointers are not allowed on the school grounds or at school functions.
Toys, games, and recess equipment (unless approved by the teacher). Playground equipment is
provided at school. Please do not bring toys or play items from home.

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Students can use electronic communication or data devices only in a manner consistent with

instructional and testing activities in the classroom. These devices include, but are not limited to,

handhel d calcul ator s, PDAOG s, pager s, cel l phones, mu ¢
cameras, and laptop computers. Use of these devices must not violate school policy include cheating,

classroom disruption, or access, creation, or possession of inappropriate materials. Students who bring

electronic devices to school do so at their own risk. The school assumes no liability. If policies are

violated, on the first offense the device may be confiscated until a parent picks it up. On the second

offense, the device may be confiscated until the end of the year.

Idaho Public Records Law

Idaho Code 88 9-337 through 9-350 is commonly referred to as the Idaho Public Records Law, which was
passed in 1990. The Idaho Public Records Law relates to the disclosure of information by all state and
local government entities. There is a presumption that all records maintained by public agencies are open
to the public for inspection and copying at all reasonable times, unless the information is specifically
exempted from disclosure by law. The Idaho Public Records Law does not require state agencies to
provide multiple copies of the same document.

Insurance (K-8)

Injuries that occur from accidents during school hours or while participating in school activities are
usually covered by family medical plans. RHPCS does not provide medical insurance to automatically
pay for medical expenses when students are injured at school. The school does have basic liability
coverage as required by the State of Idaho. Lost, stolen, or damaged equipment or clothing is not
covered by school insurance.

Library (K-8)

Rolling Hills Charter School has a library next to the Café area. No food or drinks are allowed in the
library. The library is staffed by volunteers. Students make trips to the library to check out books with
their teacher on a weekly basis. Students are responsible for the care and return of the books/materials
they check out from the library. Parents will be responsible to pay the replacement cost of any item check
out by their child that is lost, stolen, or returned to the library in damaged condition.

Donations to our library are always appreciated, whether they are of books, time, or monetary help.
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Lockers (6-8)

St u d elatkers ére provided for the convenience of the student and to help protect school issued
property. Even though the lockers are assigned to students, the school does not relinquish control over
lockers at any time. Lockers will be checked periodically. Students are responsible for articles in their
lockers and are to keep them locked at all times. A lock will be provided to all students. If a lock or
locker does not function properly, an adult should be notified. RHPCS is not responsible for lost or stolen
articles. Students are not to share lockers or combinations with others unless assigned by the school
administrator. Inappropriate pictures or images depicting anything explicit or illegal are not permitted. No
drugs (prescription/non-prescription) including aspirin, cold medicines, etc., are allowed in lockers. These
should be kept in the school office.

Loitering (K-8)

Non-students will not be permitted to loiter on school grounds. Students who are not enrolled at RHPCS
are not allowed to check in and out without administrative approval. Students not involved in school
activities are expected to be off school grounds within 15 minutes after dismissal. Students waiting for
parents or rides need to wait in the area by the flag pole.

Students participating in after school activities will be picked up immediately at the scheduled end of the
activity. Repeated late pick up may result in the student being declared ineligible to participate in the
activity.

Medication Procedure

Medication should be taken at home. However, if a child is to take prescription medication during school
hours,anfi Aut hor i zGive Preseriptiom Me d i ¢ a foimanusd be submitted to the school office.
Forms are available in the school office. The form needs to be signed by a parent or guardian. One form
is required for each medication. An updated authorization form will be required each time a change is
made in the prescription.

Medication must be delivered to school by the parent. The medication must be in the original
container with specifici nstructi ons for administration. No more tl
o school. All medication will be kept in a secure area in the school office. Medication will not be

kept in the classroom. This includes inhalers. Itisthes t u d e n t dnsibilityets gpme to the office

at the appropriate time to take the medication. Teachers will be given a list of their students that have

medications at the office.
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Non Prescription Medications

The following non-prescription medications will be kept on hand in the school office:
1 Acetaminophen (i.e., Tylenol)
1 lbuprofen (i.e., Advil)
1 Antacid / calcium supplement (i.e., Tums)
1 Cough Suppressant Drop (i.e., Halls)

llInesses (K-8)

When a child does not feel well, parents are faced with a decision: should they keep their sick child at
home or send them off to school? Often the way a child looks and acts can make the decision an obvious
one. A sick child cannot learn effectively and is unable to participate in classes in a meaningful way.
Keeping a sick child home prevents the spread of illness in the school community and allows the child an
opportunity to rest and recover.

When determining whether to send your child to school, please consider these guidelines:

1 Colds: Please keep your child at home if he/she has a fever over 100 degrees or is
experiencing discomfort that would interfere with his/her ability to perform in school. (i.e.
uncontrollable coughing, severe lack of energy). If your child experiences green nasal
discharge that continues throughout the day, or a cough lasting longer than ten days, or is
accompanied by fever or chills and is productive of discolored sputum, consult with your
physician.

1 Conjunctivitis (pink-eye): Following a diagnosis of bacterial conjunctivitis, the child may
return to school after the first dose of prescribed medication. Students with viral infection may
return when eyes are clear.

1 Diarrhea/Vomiting: A child with diarrhea and /or vomiting should stay at home and return to
school only after being symptom-free for 24 hours.

1 Fever: The child should remain at home with a fever greater than 100°. The child can return
to school after he/she has been fever free for 24 hours (without fever-reducing medicine such
as Tylenol or Motrin).

1 Impetigo: The child with impetigo may return to school 24 hours after treatment has begun.
A doctorés note or proof of prescription is rec

1 Rashes: Common infectious diseases with rashes are most contagious in the early stages. A
child with a suspicious rash should return to school only after a health care provider has
madeadi agnosis and authorized the childbds return

1 Strep Throat: A child with strep throat may return to school 24 hours after antibiotic
treatment has begun.

1 Any other contagious condition
A child should not attend school if he/she has any contagious condition including, but not limited to:

chicken pox, mumps, rash, head lice, or scabies.

Head Lice
It is the procedure of Rolling Hills Public Charter School to exclude all students who are found to have
head lice, including the presence of nits (eggs). If nits or live lice are still present, the child will be sent
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home and will not be readmitted until there is no evidence of head lice. A parent MUST accompany the
child upon his/her return to school. A form stating the remedy used, dates treated, and parent signature
must be submitted at this time.

Immunizations (K-8)

39-4801. IMMUNIZATION REQUIRED. Except as provided in section 39-4802, Idaho Code, any child in
Idaho of school age may attend grades preschool and kindergarten through twelve (12) of any public,
private or parochial school operating in this state if otherwise eligible, provided that upon admission, the
parent or guardian shall provide an immunization record to the school authorities regarding the child's
immunity to certain childhood diseases. This record, signed by a physician or his representative or
another licensed health care professional, shall verify that such child has received, or is in the process of
receiving immunizations as specified by the state board of health and welfare, or can effectively
demonstrate, through verification n a form approved by the department of health and welfare, immunity
gained through prior contraction of the disease. Immunizations required and the manner and frequency
of their administration shall be as prescribed by the state board of health and welfare and shall conform to
recognized standard medical practices in the state. The state board of health and welfare, in cooperation
with the state board of education and the Idaho school boards association, shall promulgate appropriate
rules for the enforcement of the required immunization program and specify reporting requirements of
schools, pursuant to the provisions of chapter 52, title 67, Idaho Code.

Rolling Hills Public Charter School will adhere to the immunization requirements of the Idaho School
Immunization Law (IDAPA 16.02.15). Changes to this law were approved by the Idaho State Legislature
and became effective April 7, 2011. Details of the current requirements can be found on the Idaho
Immunizations Program's School Immunization webpage found at www.immunizeidahoschools.com.

Music Curriculum Overview
A. All students, starting Kindergarten and progressively through g™ grade, learn 119 music
concepts.
B. In Kindergarten, students are taught 32 concepts i every consecutive year, students learn
another 32 concepts to add to what they have already learned the previous year.
